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Message From Administration

Following are comments regarding items looked after by theiridiration
Committee of the Official Board of the church:

FINANCES
The finances of the church continue to be difficult! The funding for Rev John
Snyder has been completed as discussed in the last newsletter.
To date the church continues to perform slightly better than

Dagg Estate several items were still able to be funded. Thes’
items include paying out the bank loan ($9,500.00); making :
certain charitable donations ($5,000.00); paving the parking Ic 284
($12,087.80); upgrading the sound system ($3,424.54) and &/
buying some additional tables ($1,761.95). Funds are still
available in the Jean Dagg Estate for work the city wishes to
undertake on the sidewalks around the church and for complesisiieye
of the minister’s office. Also the Estate includes funds for futtirt @
improvements in the Legacy Fund and other capital
improvements as deemed appropriate by the Board. These latter funds were
nominally reduced from original provisions to provide for the work the city will
undertake on the sidewalks and to do some other necessary work.

The budget for 2011 does show that the church needs at least $750 from each
contributor.

BUILDING
The building continues to be maintained with help from certain members. The
Elevator Inspection was completed and approved and also the Fire Inspection was
completed. The lawn was kept in immaculate shape through the work of Gteen wi
Envy Lawn Maintenance (Byron Wickerson) and a contract has been entered into
with Yard Worx for snow removal. The fire exit system was upgraded tplgom
with requirements for the Daycare at a cost of $2,347.58. It is hoped that some of
this cost might be funded by the Daycare.
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RENTAL

A three year rental agreement was signed with the Chinese “BlessezstHahurch” for
$1.000.00 monthly. This agreement must be approved by Presbytery as it is for three
years.

PARKING LOT
As mentioned previously the north parking lot was repaved and properly contoured for
drainage at a cost of $12,087.80. These funds were provided from the Jean Dagg Estate.

INSURANCE

The church property has been insured once again at a cost of over $10,000.00. If you are
able please make any additional contribution toward this expense. Spedcidutiams

made through the Thanksgiving envelopes will once again be directed towairds thésy
necessary cost.

VIDEO SYSTEM

A system to provide a view of hymns etc is being investigated
for the front of the church.

At present the Administration Committee is still obtaining quotes
and investigating alternatives. The work will be preceded by
